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Introduction to Students Rule Book

Universities serve as institutions of higher education where
academic, social and personal development are fostered. In
order to uphold an environment conducive to learning and
mutual respect, it is imperative that the students of the University
adhere to established campus rules and regulations. These rules
are instituted to promote safety, protect individual rights and
ensure the orderly functioning of academic and extracurricular
activities. Compliance with the rules reflects a commitment
to academic integrity, personal responsibility and respect for
others.

UNIVERSITY CAMPUS RULES:

The rules mentioned below are mandatory for all the students
and research scholars registered in the University. Violation
of discipline anywhere within or outside the campus shall
be considered as act of indiscipline and action shall be taken
against those involved. Students should read the following

carefully and put them into practice:

1. Students are expected to respect teachers and other staff
members. They should take care of seniority in mutual
dealings and are expected to respect senior and junior
students as their brothers and sisters.

2. Students should be aware that while communicating with
others they should be very polite and use respectful words
like AAP, JI, etc. They should never disregard elders nor
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ridicule them.

The main means of communication is speech, so it should
be noted that the students should not use indecent words
or regional words like Tu, Tere Ko, Mere Ko Abe-Tabe etc.
Avoid being lax in speech.

If the students are found involved in any corruption or
disturbances in academic activities or examination related
activities or involved in creating any kind of dispute,
disciplinary action shall be taken. Note that, under no
circumstance one should be found harassing anyone with
speech or behaviour. Raising hands on someone inside or
outside the University campus shall be considered as a
punishable act.

If a student is found to have compromised their character
through consumption of narcotic substances, inedible
substances, or e-cigarettes etc. on campus or procured
from outside, the student will be expelled from both the
hostel and the University.

Use of mobile phones in classes, yajna, meetings, seminars
etc. is strictly prohibited. Students may use smart phones
only for prescribed duration; otherwise phones shall be
confiscated and the student may be fined or given physical
punishment. Appropriate punishment will be imposed for
misuse of mobile phones.

Any kind of discrimination, casteism, provincialism,
regionalism, linguism or comments based on lineage, body
structure, appearance and wearings etc. are punishable.
Disciplinary action shall be taken against students who are
found involved in any kind of unwanted or indecent act
on the University campus. Students may be punished for
any indiscipline by the competent authority/ Disciplinary
Committee/ Wardens as per the discretion and direction of
Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor/ Hon’ble Pro-Vice-Chancellor.

Punishments may vary from fine, physical punishment to
expulsion or rustication, as deemed appropriate.

All rules and regulations are for the interest and benefit
of the students. However, students can submit their
suggestions and complaints modestly. Unrest, disharmony,
incitement of distrust, resentment, disturbance of studies,
strike etc. on the campus or in the hostel for any reason are

punishable. Such acts are strictly prohibited.

Students should come in proper uniform as prescribed,
along with their identity cards on the University campus;

otherwise, strict action shall be taken against them.

Outside the hostel, the students should dress in yogic attire.

Male students should be in neat and clean kurta-pajama

or _dhoti kurta and female students should be in salwar-

kurta or saree. Flashy and indecent western clothing is not
acceptable on the University campus or in the hostel. Only

Indian attire is allowed.

Only the University prescribed Track Suit and T-shirts are
allowed at the time of sports and Yoga.

The students should use simple wear and are expected not
to use any kind of cosmetics, which are considered as a non

Yogic wear.

Students are directed to follow the symbols of Vedic
culture like Shikha, Yagyopaveet (sutra) and respect these
symbols with full devotion along with imbibing cultural
values as well as to encourage others for the same.

Strictaction shall be taken against students found destroying,

damaging, harming and misusing the University property.

As per the instructions of Hon'ble Chancellor, Hon’ble
Vice-Chancellor and Hon’ble Pro-Vice-Chancellor, the
students of the University should have 100% attendance
which is mandatory in any kind of informative gatherings
and campus festivals. It will be mandatory for everyone
to go and return with their professors for participating the

functions etc. held in Patanjali Yogpeeth Phase-2.

Male and female students have to sit moderately apart in

all the classes, gatherings, meetings and programmes.

First, the female students should leave any gathering and
then the males with discipline. The students should neither
loiter around in groups or pairs nor they should sit in
isolated places. Indecent behaviour found in the campus

shall be considered an act of indiscipline.

Students are expected to ensure the compliance of
Swadeshi spirit while purchasing. It is mandatory to use
Patanjali products in the campus.

The time for collecting goods purchased online has been
fixed between 1:00 pm and 2:00 pm.

Students will receive motivational discourses from time
to time from Param Pujya Yogarishi Swami Ji Maharaja
(Hon’ble Chancellor), Ayurveda Shiromani Param Pujya
Acharya Ji Maharaja (Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor) and
Teachers.

Weekly classes may be conducted for the students
for guidance by Hon’ble Pro-Vice Chancellor, other
intellectuals, teachers and scholars to enhance their
knowledge and hold discussions on various skill based
subjects The students shall be imparted knowledge on
moral values, duties, principles and Vedic way of life.

Old students of the University shall be called once in a year
on the occasion of Guru Purnima to receive blessings from
Param Pujya Swamiji Maharaj and Param Pujya Acharya
Ji Maharaj to encourage the oneness among the students
with the University as a family and as an inspiration to new
students.

It is mandatory for all the students and research scholars
studying in the University to reside in the hostel.

Hostel shall be allotted to the students of Certificate,
Bachelors, Masters, Diploma programmes. Hostel
availability for Certificate, Post Graduate Diploma,
Undergraduate, Postgraduate programs and Research
scholars shall be respectively for six months / one year /
three years, two years and 3 years’ maximum. Hostel shall
be available throughout the year for research scholars.

Students can use their rooms during the odd semester
holidays but at the end of the year (even semester) they
have to vacate the hostel. For course work, any project,
institutional tasks and hostel work, students may avail the
rooms with due recommendation of the concerned Dean,
Dean Student’s Welfare, or Proctor on payment basis by
the university authority.

For the staff under any project, hostel may be allotted on
the request of Project Officer for a limited period of time.
It may be extended if required subject to availability. The
hostel fees in such cases shall be decided by the Hostel
Management Committee. Such residents also have to
abide by the rules and regulations of the hostel. Project
staff availing the hostel facility may not get any HRA. This
matter be also reported to the university authority.

Leave is not allowed even in unavoidable circumstances

without permission of the authorized officer.

Leave of any kind during the study period may not be
sanctioned. It is mandatory to be present on the specified
date at the end of the leave. If the student comes late due to
any reason, then fine of Rs. 500/-may be imposed per day
and if comes seven days after the expiry of leave, then his/
her registration in the University may be cancelled.

Students should always arrive on time for the classes,
meetings etc. If found late or absent they will be punished

It is forbidden to sit in your room with the door locked
during yoga-yajna and studies, appropriate action may be
taken for doing so.

In Yoga and Yagna, 80% attendance is mandatory and
there is provision of scholarship for attendance of more
than 95%.

Students can participate in the Annual Shashtra Smaran
competition and win prizes.

Students should ensure that they read the notices pinned
on the notice boards regularly, so that they do not miss any
important information.

The University organises a "Parent Teacher Meeting" to
meet parents annually. It is mandatory for all the parents/
guardians of the students to be present so that they can be

informed about the academic progress of their respective

wards.

Even after completing the attendance, it is mandatory to
practice Yoga daily while staying in the University campus.

If any student or his/her room partner is suffering from
any type of communicable disease, the student should
inform the hostel supervisor/warden immediately. In case
of illness, the room partner must take care of him/her with
empathy and affection.

If any student is found consuming cigarette, alcohol or
any other harmful intoxicant in the university campus
due to his/her own mistake or due to bad company, then
in unavoidable circumstances, a financial penalty of Rs. 1
Lakh will be imposed. If such mistake is repeated, he/she
will be expelled from the university.

HOSTEL ALLOTMENT:

The students have to submit required personal documents
at the time of admission to the University. Contact numbers
and e-mail ID of the parents with address and phone number
of local guardian are mandatory to submit. In case of any
change in the above, the student should immediately report
the hostel office in writing.

The hostel allotment shall be done by the hostel

management. Furniture shall be provided in each room

including a cot, mattress, table, chair, ceiling fan with
regulator and a tubelight. Use of air-conditioners in student
rooms is prohibited. All the rights are reserved to Hostel
Management Committee for the allotment of the rooms.
Allocated rooms shall not be changed during the academic

year except in special cases.

If there is any kind of change in the students’
accommodation, it should be informed immediately
to the hostel management/ Assistant Warden/ Warden.
Otherwise, hostel management may expel the student from
the hostel. Before leaving the hostel, the student has to
fill the required form and all the furniture, ceiling fan and
tubelight etc. shall be checked by the management. Finally,

the keys have to be submitted to the hostel management.

Students residing in the hostel are not allowed to change
their rooms or exchange their rooms with other students
without written permission of the Hostel Warden.
Students have to maintain the cleanliness and hygiene in
their rooms, washrooms and the premises; they are not
allowed to paste papers or make sketches on the walls.
Students are not allowed to leave the hostel without the
permission of the Hostel Warden. Students have to fill the
checkout form to get gate pass which should be submitted
to the security guard.

Students have to be present in the University premises

before 7:00 PM. Students have to take written permission
from the hostel warden for leaving or staying outside the
hostel.

Without permission of the Hostel Warden and their parents,
students are not allowed to leave the campus. Students
will be allowed to go out only after their parents' written
information through the designated mail/mobile number

one week in advance.

Students will stay in their hostel rooms at night. If they
have to discuss anything related to studies, they can sit and
discuss in the common room of their respective residential
block.

It is mandatory for the students to be present in the hostel
between 8:00 PM and 9:00 PM. Penalty for late arrival and

absence are as under:

a) Rs. 100 for the first time
b) Rs.500 on the second occasion
¢) Suspension from the hostel on the 3rd occasion

It is mandatory to register presence on the prescribed date
after the vacation is over, otherwise a fine of Rs. 500/- per
day will be payble. In unavoidable circumstances, the co-
disciplinary committee will do the verification work as per
the student's application.

Students should come to the hostel only after attending

their last class period. If 1-2 periods are free in between,

they should make good use of the library. In unavoidable

circumstances, they can come to the hostel with the
permission of any of their professors.

Students are not allowed to organize any gatherings,
birthdays, make noises, high-pitched conversation, debate
and singing. If anyone is found doing so, he/she shall be
imposed a penalty of Rs. 1000/-. Students should not bring
anything from any other room into their rooms.

Students should cooperate in establishing an atmosphere
of silence after Ratripatha till morning Yajna. The presence
of all the students is mandatory in the evening and morning
prayers. Students have to maintain discipline in the hostel

and respect each other.

Students are not allowed to use the roof of the hostel. If
found doing so, they shall be penalised with a fine of Rs.
5000/-.

Students are required to sign the hostel forms and any
damage to the hostel property shall attract fine as per the
cost' and disciplinary action will also be taken.

Students are not allowed to depute any unauthorised person
for their personal works like washing clothes etc.

Any student found indulging in any undesirable activities

such as any type of misconduct, damage to the University

property, etc. shall be liable for expulsion from the hostel.

Any actions that are contrary to the rules set by the

University will be recorded in the student's personal file

and damages will be recovered accordingly. The monetary

punishment will be as per rules. The University shall not
be liable to grant any interview or benefit to them, consent
for study abroad or at any other place. If any student is
found hiding the above facts of the concerned student, he/
she shall also be punished.

Student should not be found involved in any anti-national
activities inside or outside the premises and should not
participate in any anti-social or undesirable activities.
The entry of opposite gender is strictly prohibited. In
unavoidable circumstances, parents or guardians may visit

the office.

Students are requested to keep their belongings safe and
are expected not to keep any Money/expensive items etc.
in the hostel. The University and the hostel management

shall not be responsible for any kind of damages.

There is a store facility in the hostel premises for a fixed
time period from where students can buy items as per their
need and availability.

Ifasked, it is mandatory for the parents/guardians of the students

to be present in the hostel office at the given time period.
Students are expected to download one copy of this manual

from the University website and share it with their parents.

Any room and any student in the hostel premises can be
searched at any time for which cooperation of the students

1s essential.

The room key issued to the hostellers must be kept safe and
if the key is misplaced, another key may be issued upon
depositing fine of Rs. 500/-. Students are not allowed to
make any duplicate keys.

Students are also not allowed to go to professors' homes or

ask for anything from them. If found doing so, disciplinary
action will be taken against both the student and the professor.

To wake up early in the morning, it is better to sleep by
10:00 pm.

VISITORS RULES:

Boys will be allowed to meet their parents on the first
and third Sundays and girls on the second and fourth
Sundays in the reception area of the administrative block,
conference hall and large auditorium. Parents / Guardian
will be allowed to meet the respective students from 10:00
am to 6:00 pm.

No guest shall be allowed in the students room. Bringing
unauthorized guests to the hostel shall be considered as
an act of indiscipline and the student doing so shall be
expelled from the hostel and punished for the same. All
the visitors, parents/guardians have to make the necessary
entries in the visitor's register kept with the security guard
at the entrance of the hostel.

Use of electrical appliances like electric chulha/heater/iron
etc. are strictly prohibited in the hostel rooms. Cooking food
in the hostel rooms is not allowed. The above equipment, if
found in the hostel room, shall be confiscated and financial
penalty shall also be imposed. Gas, cylinders, petrol etc.,
are strictly prohibited in the hostel.

In the allotted room, students are not allowed to keep and
see restricted material with their literature on computers
and mobiles. Viewing unauthorized/unlicensed movies,
reading vulgar and anti-national literature etc. is strictly
prohibited. Any kind of violation shall be treated as an
act of indiscipline of severe category. The punishment for
this shall be decided by the officials. Use of any device/
instrument is prohibited that causes inconvenience to other
students. Use of personal ACs, TVs, VCRs and VCDs/
DVDs is prohibited.

The responsibility for the upkeep of the allotted room shall
be of the student. The environment of the hostel including
rooms maintenance has to be kept properly. Students have
to inform the hostel management about any repair and
maintenance (civil, carpentry, and electrical) immediately,
so that it can be done on payment basis within time.
Students shall be responsible for any damage at their
rooms. If the student vacates or changes the room, it
shall be the responsibility of the student to submit all the
furniture and fittings without damage. Students shall not
move any furniture from his allotted room and shall not
damage them in any way. If there is any extra item in the

room, students living in the room should hand it over to
the hostel administration. Students failing to do so shall
be liable to monetary penalty as decided by the hostel
administration.

Students' cooperation is expected in maintenance work
etc. and with the Hostel Management Committee as per
the requirement. The rooms shall have to be vacated for
repairs etc., and at that time, the management shall try to
provide alternative accommodation to the students and
accommodation may also be arranged in the common hall.

Students should spread wet/soaked clothes at the given
place and not in public places. They should not keep them
on doors, rooms, tables etc.

COLLECTIVE RESPONSBILITY

The responsibility of the hostel property shall be
collectively on all the students. If the person responsible
for any damage is not identified, then the loss of damage
has to be borne personally/collectively by the students.

Every unwanted incident has to be reported immediately to
the hostel management/ Hostel Supervisor/ Hostel Warden.

Use of powered vehicles by the students is not allowed.
Otherwise he/she shall be punished with confiscation of the
vehicle with substantiate fine. Students have to follow all
the rules and regulations of the traffic inside the premises.

It is necessary for the students to be aware of the
environment, and it is their responsibility to keep University

campus neat and clean. Garbage should not be thrown here
and there. Non-biological degradable/melting objects like
polybags should not be used.

Students’ participation is mandatory in all the public
awareness programs organized by the University such
as Cleanliness Campaign, Voter Awareness Campaign,
Plantation, Blood Donation Campaign, etc.

The jurisdiction of the University of Patanjali is limited to
the institutional premises. If any student violates law and
order outside the University, then he/she may be liable for
police action. Therefore, in this situation, strict decision
will be taken by the University Disciplinary Committee,
because wrong actions create an adverse impression about
the entire institution.

HOSTEL FEES:

Married research scholars/students who have been allowed
to stay in the hostel will have to pay the full hostel fee
for the session on the allotment of the hostel, even if the
student vacates in mid-session. Further allotment of the
hostel to such students shall be done on the submission of
full hostel fee for the semester.

No student shall be allowed to stay in the hostel without
availing mess facility. Students have to carry their identity
card so that the mess supervisor can verify as and when
required.

Students should strictly follow mess timings as scheduled
Breakfast 8:00 AM to 8:50 AM, Lunch 1:00 PM to 1:50
PM, Dinner 7:30 PM to 8:15 PM.

Note : The timings may change under special circumstances.

The system of self-service shall be followed in the mess.

With prior information and special token, mess can be used
by the guardians for limited period.

No student is allowed to enter the kitchen or store room of
the mess except the mess staff and hostel administration,
otherwise action be taken.

Students are not allowed to cook food in mess or in their
rooms. Students are not allowed to take food or mess
utensils out of the mess. Food shall not be served to any
student in the hostel rooms without recommendation of
Institutional Medical Officer in writing. If a student is
medically ill and needs food, then khichdi etc. may be
arranged as per the availability on request of the Hostel
Warden.
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88. No student shall waste food. Payment of mess fee does not
give the right to waste food.

89. Students should observe peace and humility in the mess.
Students are prohibited for entertaining any pet in the
mess; and to serve them roti, biscuits etc. Such practices
that may result in the spread of bacteria, germs or viruses,
should not be encouraged under any circumstances.

90. Students should keep the leftover food and utensils etc.
at the designated place. while coming/going for meals,
students should not wear sleeveless wearings within the

mess.

91. Birthday can be celebrated in a satvik way in the mess
between 5:00 PM and 6 PM, but DJ, dance etc. are not
allowed. Only parents or siblings can participate in it.

ANTI RAGGING STANDARD

CURBINC THE MENACE OF RAGGING IN HIGHER
EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS, 2009 (under Section 26
(1)(g) of the University Grants Commission Act, 1956), vide
notification F.1-16/2007 (CPP-II) dt. 17.06.2009. Ragging is
a punishable crime. In view of the directions of theHon'ble
Supreme Court in the matter of “University of Kerala v/s.
Council. Principals, Colleges and others” in SLP no. 24295 of
2006 dated 16.05.2007 and that dated 8.05.2009 in Civil Appeal
number 887 of 2009: the following is to be strictly enforced.
Ragging includes any conduct by any student or students
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whether by words spoken or written or by an act which has the
effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness a fresher
or any other student, or indulging in rowdy or indisciplined
activities by any student or students which causes or is likely
to cause annoyance, hardship or psychological harm or to raise
fear or apprehension thereof in any fresher or any other student
or asking any student to do any act which such student shall not
in the ordinary course do and which has the effect of causing or
generating a sense of shame, or torment or embarrassment so
as to adversely affect the physique or psyche of such fresher or
any other student. It also includes any act done with or without
an intent to derive a sadistic pleasure or to showing off power,
authority or superiority by a student over any fresher or any
other student. These provisions aim to eliminate ragging in
all its forms from universities, deemed universities and other
higher educational institutions in the country by prohibiting
it under these Regulations, preventing its occurrence and
punishing those who indulge in ragging as provided for in these
Regulations and the appropriate law in force. In view of the
above an anti ragging squad is active and our campus is ragging
free. Hence any such activities if occur shall be viewed with
due seriousness and the student shall be subjected to subsequent
actions as per the stipulated act. What constitutes raging-raging
institute one or more of the following act:

Asking any student to do any act which such student shall
not in the ordinary course do and which has the effect
of causing or generating a sense of shame or torment or
imbursement so as to adversely affect the physique or
psyche of such fresher or any other students. Exploiting
the services of a fresher or any other student for completing
the academic task assigned to an individual or a group of
students. Any act or abuse by spoken words, email, post,
public insults which would also include deriving perverted
pleasure, vicarious or sadistic thrill, actively or passively
participating in the discomfiture to fresher or any other
student, called ragging.

The Anti-Ragging Committee of the University shall
take an appropriate decision in regard to punishment
or otherwise. Depending on the facts of each incident
of ragging and nature of and gravity of the incidents of
ragging established in the recommendation of the anti -
ragging squad.

The anti-ragging committee may, depending on the nature
and gravity of the guilt established by the anti-ragging
squad, award to those found guilty, one or more of the
following punishment be given, namely:

- suspension from attending classes and academic
privileges

- Withholding/withdrawing scholarship/fellowship and
other benefits

- Debarring from appearing in any test /examination or
other evaluation process

Expulsion from the University and consequent debarring
from admission to any other institution for a specified
period. Provided that, if the person committing or abetting
the act of ragging is not identified, the University shall
resort to collective punishment.

Violation of any of the above guidelines shall attract
enquiry by the hostel management. If the student is found
guilty, the hostel management shall take appropriate
disciplinary action. Management has the right to take
direct disciplinary action. A student may be immediately
expelled from the hostel on short notice on the grounds of
indiscipline.

Jammer in hostel premises shall be functional in the hostel
as per UGC norms. No student shall be allowed to oppose
these rules in any way. In case of violation of these rules,
student shall attract suspension for 3 days or expulsion
from the hostel.

Students may drop their suggestions and complaints
in the “Suggestion/Complaint Box” at the concerned
departments.
