 Students will receive regular counselling and academic guidance from a team of expert 

counsellors and faculty members.  

 Counselling sessions will be conducted before the commencement of the course and 
throughout the duration of the programme.  

 The counsellors will be drawn from IITs and other reputed organizations. 

RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR ODL PROGRAM 

The Open and Distance Learning (ODL) Program is designed to provide flexible learning 

opportunities while maintaining academic standards and discipline. All enrolled learners are required 

to adhere to the following rules and regulations: 

A. General Rules 

 Admission to the ODL program is subject to eligibility criteria prescribed by the University and 

UGC. 

 All candidates must enroll through the Distance Education Bureau (DEB) ID. 

 All candidates must submit their 10th certificate, 12th certificate, graduation certificate (if 

applicable), Aadhar Card and Passport Size Photos along with their Registration Form. 

 Students must complete the registration process, including payment of prescribed fees, 

within the stipulated timeline.  

 All students must have a minimum of two months Yoga Certificate or equivalent. 

 All students must clear an entrance exam based on the elementary knowledge of Yoga & 

history conducted by the CDOE, University of Patanjali in online mode. 

 All official communication will be made through the University website and registered email 

ID. Students must regularly check updates. 

B. Academic Structure 

 Each semester will include both self-paced learning (through study material, e-content, and 

online sessions) and face-to-face mandatory classes. 

 Mandatory Contact Program: 

 A minimum of 7-15 days of contact classes in each semester is compulsory. CDOE, 

University of Patanjali shall guide you about it. 

 During this period, practical sessions, skill-based training and examinations will be 

conducted. 

 Attendance in these contact classes is mandatory to become eligible for appearing in 

final examinations. 
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 Learners must complete all assignments, projects, and practical work as per schedule. Non-

submission may lead to delay in final results. 

C. Examination and Assessment 

 Continuous Assessment (CA) will be done through assignments. 

 End-semester examinations will include theory, practical, and/or viva-voce components as 

per the course requirements. 

 To successfully complete the programme, a student must obtain at least 33% marks in the 

Semester End Examination (SEE) and secure an overall aggregate of 45%. 

 Any form of malpractice during exams will lead to immediate disqualification. 

D. Code of Conduct 

 Students must maintain discipline and decorum during online/offline sessions. 

 Any misconduct towards faculty, staff or peers will invite strict disciplinary action, including 

suspension or termination. 

E. Fees 

 Program fees must be paid as per the prescribed schedule. 

 Delay in fee payment may lead to cancellation of admission or withholding of examination 

results. 

F. Certification and Completion 

All registered students will be awarded the degree only after successful completion of: 

 All semesters, 

 Mandatory contact classes in each semester 

 Practical work and assignments, and 

 End-semester examinations. 

G. Force Majeure 

The ODL program shall be managed by Academic Council & Board of Management of University of 

Patanjali. In case of any disputes, the decision of Vice-Chancellor shall be final & binding. All legal 

proceedings, if any, shall be settled within Nainital High court jurisdiction.
